Rain’s Client Services Emergency Fund

In conjunction with other programs Rain operates a ‘Client
Services Emergency Fund.’ This fund was established in 2004 to
meet the need of people with HIV that could not be met in any

other way.

The Client Services Emergency Fund is supported by funds
raised at the Annual Salute to Life Walk as well as regular
donations from local churches. Most often, the client’s case
manager will make the request to the agency on their behalf but
occasionally we receive calls from local churches who need
assistance for an HIV positive person in their church.

Requests are considered on a case by case basis. Examples of
services provided through the Emergency Fund include: rental
assistance, utility assistance, food vouchers, medication

assistance, and transportation.

In 2006 the Emergency Fund served 38 people with HIV for a
total of $7,996. Beginning in late 2006 we have seen an increased
need in our region for one time assistance with insurance

premiums or co-pay assistance as people struggle to face a

changing Medicaid system. For many people, assistance with one
month of HIV medication can make the difference between
continuing medication, and

losing access to it. In 2007, we

have already served 38 people

for a total $3,864. Rain and the

people that we serve look

forward to a bigger turnout at

this year’s Salute to Life Walk

in order to raise enough funds

to meet anticipated shortfalls.
